Devotional Thought… Psalm 89:19-37  

19 Then you spoke in a vision to your holy one, 

and said: “I have given help to one who is mighty; 

I have exalted one chosen from the people.20 I have found my servant David; 

With my holy oil I have anointed him,21 With whom my hand shall be established; 

also my arm shall strengthen him.22 The enemy shall not outwit him, 

Nor the son of wickedness afflict him.23 I will beat down his foes before his face, 

And plague those who hate him.24 “But My faithfulness and My mercy shall be with him, 

And in my name his horn shall be exalted.25 Also I will set his hand over the sea, 

And his right hand over the rivers.26 He shall cry to Me, ‘You are my Father, 

My God, and the rock of my salvation.’27 Also I will make him My firstborn, 

The highest of the kings of the earth.28 My mercy I will keep for him forever, 

And My covenant shall stand firm with him.29 His seed also I will make to endure forever, 

And his throne as the days of heaven.30 “If his sons forsake my law 

And do not walk in My judgments,31 If they break my statutes 

And do not keep my commandments,32 Then I will punish their transgression with the rod, 

and their iniquity with stripes.33 Nevertheless my loving kindness I will not utterly take from 

him, nor allow My faithfulness to fail. 34 My covenant I will not break, 

nor alter the word that has gone out of My lips.35 Once I have sworn by my holiness; 

I will not lie to David: 36 His seed shall endure forever, 

and his throne as the sun before Me; 37 It shall be established forever like the moon, 

Even like the faithful witness in the sky.” 

 

This psalm describes the relationship between David and God. God promises to love David 

“forever” and desires, in return, David’s faithfulness. This may seem a daunting task, knowing 

our tendency to fail. But the remarkable thing about God is that even when we disobey and 

God disciplines us, our acts will not reduce God’s faithfulness. A promise from God can be 

counted on completely. 

The psalm also compares the everlasting faithfulness of God to nature. Just like the moon 

and sun appear each day in the sky, God will forever be faithful to His covenant promises. 

God’s faithfulness indicates that He is a personal God who desires a relationship with us. He 

created, redeemed, and sustained us to be in fellowship with Him. If you think that you’ve 

done something too bad for God to love you, remember the story of David. Our sin is not 

strong enough to overcome God’s love. Confess, accept His forgiveness, and be restored.
